DETAILS:

The objectives of this project include: reducing electricity generation, transmission and network losses; reducing electricity demand; introducing energy efficiency standards and labeling for electric appliances; preparing a construction code for energy efficient buildings; and creating the infrastructure of tariffs and legal agreements for promoting co-generation.

The project aims to reduce Green House Gas (GHG) Emissions through assisting with the adaptation of management and energy conservation policies and activities which encourage the use of energy efficiency equipment and techniques nationwide. The project consists of three main components: Loss Reduction, Energy Efficiency Market Support and Cogeneration.

Achievements of the project include establishing the Energy Efficiency Information Center; completing several demonstration projects on efficient lighting systems in different Governorates; implementing energy audit programmes for government l building and commercial and industrial establishments; involving NGO’s in energy efficiency activities and awareness campaigns; establishing Public Private Partnerships between public distribution companies and private energy services companies; establish a loan guarantee funding mechanism issuing energy efficiency specifications for five electric appliances and drafting a code for energy efficient residential and commercial buildings.

Finally, an additional US$300,000 was granted to the project from UNDP Thematic Trust Fund to support the establishment of an Energy Efficiency Testing Laboratory at the New and Renewable Energy Authority in the Ministry of Electricity and Energy, and a loan guarantee programme was established to fund energy efficiency projects.
