This project’s main objective is to expand the understanding and practice of conservation and sustainable development strategies and to demonstrate ways in which local communities can contribute to protecting the global environment. 

Since its inception in Egypt in 1992, the GEF-SGP (Small Grants Programme) has aimed to achieve significant impact in the GEF focal areas of biodiversity, climate change, and international waters. The programme has been successful in achieving the main goal of its strategy: to encourage and strengthen the process of community participation through upgrading the professionalism of and supporting NGO’s, especially those working on environmental issues. 

During the Pilot Phase 1992-1996, the Programme was able to support 15 projects implemented by 21 NGOs. In the 1st Operational Phase 1997-1998, the Programme was able to support 14 projects implemented by 15 NGOs. In the 2nd Operational Phase 1999-2005, 94 projects were implemented by 86 NGOs.
