DETAILS:

The overall objective of this project is to promote the use of non-Halon fire protection technology and to develop the physical capacity to manage Halons through the phase-out period till the year 2010 in order to minimize its cost and limit the safety impact on the user community by providing Halons through constrained conditions. The main goals are to: a) recover sufficient Halons from the market for the demand of existing users during phase out period; b) provide current users information for best alternatives for Halon technology; c) establish communication/dialogue and understanding on implementation of Halon phase-out program; d) prevent present and future unnecessary emissions of Halons; e) provide training and public awareness on fire protection without use of Halons; f) assist in creating a network of Halon banks in the region and other Arab countries with objective of disseminating information, expanding knowledge of the phase-out program..  
A memorandum of understanding was signed last year between the Egyptian Environmental Affairs Agency and Helwan Company of Engineering Industries to enable the latter host the Halon bank while the first will provide technical assistance on establishing the bank and train the company staff on operation and management in addition to assist in collection of Halon.    
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
