DETAILS:

The overall objective of the “Institutional Support to the Supreme Council for Antiquities - Egyptian Italian Environmental Cooperation Program, Phase II” project is to contribute to the ability of national and local institutions and organizations to protect and manage natural and cultural resources. The project specifically aims to manage the antiquity sites of North Saqqara, Medinet Madi and Fayoum Oasis in a participatory manner so as to ensure their sustainability whilst contributing to the economic well being of the local community.  
The project is to strengthen the institutional capacity of the Government of Egypt’s Supreme Council for Antiquities to monitor and manage cultural and natural resources. It aims to achieve this through: strengthening the Technical Office for the Institutional Support to the SCA for Environmental Monitoring and Management of Archaeological Sites (TOEMMAS); preparing a plan for the management of North Saqqara sites; and preparing a risk map for Fayoum oasis and assessing the value of its resources as well as creating a management plan for the Medinet Madi site.

The project assists TOEMMAS in its efforts to investigate archaeological sites under environmental stress; study deterioration features caused by changes in environmental conditions, analyze hypothetical socio-economic development in the areas surrounding the archaeological sites; reinforce the institutional capacity of the SCA to prepare standards and guidelines, in close collaboration with EEAA; and, outline conservation and management activities to be carried out with the goal of protecting and developing these sites.
