This project aims to create a high quality information system to assist the Government of Egypt to negotiate the nature and scope of donor assistance. The project seeks to achieve this by improving the information base of ongoing donor funded projects and strengthening the capacity of the ICS central departments to negotiate and monitor donor assistance, as well as consolidating the coordination mechanisms between ICS, line ministries, and the donor community.

Achievements include: producing a database on external assistance and a database to track international loans and agreements made by the government and producing the first development cooperation report to Egypt. The project helped provide all interested actors with transparent information on international donors’ funding to Egypt, in addition to helping the Government take the lead in directing international funds to Egypt.
