The aim of the project is to provide the government and the civil society with accurate objective information that enable them to form development visions, specify the objectives and the projects suggestion, and follow up their implementation. Moreover, it enables them to employ communication and information technology in simplifying and facilitating the citizen's interaction with the government that develop the citizen and the society. 

The project realize its aims through achieving three main outputs: upgrade national information network for local administration, Developing General Frame and practical plan to support human capacities for the groups working and dealing with information network for local development which achieve proper data and information to employ in favor of development and Implementing the e-services on the developed information network for local development.

The project beneficiaries by priority are the Ministry of Local Development (MOLD) and its affiliated bodies, Ministry of Communication and Information Technology (MCIT), Ministry of Administrative Development (MSAD), the cabinet Information and Decision Support Centre (IDSC), and the entities of the civil society and citizen.

In 2007, the 2 pilot portals in Monufeyya and Ismaeleyya have been launched. The project is projected to end in December 2007, when it will provide a recommendation for replication of the portals at the National level.
