DETAILS: 
The purpose of this substantive revision is to expand activities in three areas, add funds ($1.325Million), add rephrased amount of 125,691.35 into the years 2007 and 2008, and extend the project period for 2 years.  The project is contributing to the UNDAF priority area ‘Reinforcing State Capacities’ through upgrade of FPDSU at the Ministry of Finance.  The areas of expanded activity are; 
1. Automation of national budgeting processes continues and the new activities concern e-payment.  The infrastructure & training necessary to implement a comprehensive national system for  preparing national accounts, and electronic funds transfer of government payments to employees, suppliers and pension recipients, and to receive government income electronically is being developed. Implementation trials are taking place under the auspices of this project.
2. The PPP Central Unit (Public Private Partnership) is providing coordination between ministries & civil society to upgrade essential services for citizens, starting with schools, roads, hospitals, water supply & sanitation and distribution of natural gas.  The Macro Fiscal Policy Unit is a leader in transparency, publishing monthly statistical reports & results of its research & analysis, thus building trust & confidence among the donor community & international investors.
3. To assist with overcoming coordination difficulties in supporting medium & micro-sized enterprises, which play a key role in employment generation, MOF is facilitating multi-stakeholder committees, research, capacity building, & establishing venture capital pools.
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
