DETAILS:

           The Government of Egypt (GOE) has showed an interest in promoting and increasing the role of civil society, particularly NGOs.  In 2002, a new Law was issued to facilitate the work of NGOs.  Although there are some concerns over some aspects pertaining to the new law, the Government of Egypt (GOE) has appointed a new Board and Chair to the General Federation for NGOs and Foundations (GFNF), and giving the mandate to reform the Federation.  

The main objective of the project is to empower and transform the GFNF to an innovative, democratic, transparent and participatory organization that will be able to carry concerns of the NGOs to policy makers, as well as achieve its modernization objective through the Reform of Regulation, as well as through Institutional Development, Capacity Building, and the establishment of Administrative and Financial Procedures.  Further, the GFNF will be strengthened through the establishment of a Complaint Office a Technical Coordination Office and a volunteer unit. Based on the best international standards, a transparent and accountable funding mechanism for NGOs will be identified as well.
